Keywords: Provide appropriate key words in italics. 













INTRODUCTION
Should start on a new page after the title page to distinguish it from the Abstract. The Introduction should lead the reader to the importance of the study. It should show the background of the study and the existing problem that prompted the researcher to conduct the study. All information which is not common knowledge should be cited appropriately. 
LITERATURE REVIEW (if applicable)
Should highlight related researches by other authors. This can encompass the method used by other researchers and their findings. The author should tie-up published literature with the aims of the study and clearly states the knowledge gap necessitating the current research. This part can also highlight applicable theories that are be used in the current research. Also included in this section is conceptual framework if applicable. 
METHODOLOYG 
All important materials, methods, tools, and procedures used along with their source shall be mentioned. The main methods used shall be briefly described, citing references. Trivial details may be avoided. New methods or substantially modified methods may be described in sufficient detail. Where applicable, the statistical method and the level of significance chosen shall be clearly stated. BAJ-KU prefers to publish work that has been subjected to appropriate testing methods. 
RESULTS  
Results section shall start after methodology section on the same page. All findings presented in tabular or graphical form shall be described in this section. All tables and figures must have a title or caption and a legend to make them self- explanatory. The data should be statistically analyzed and the level of significance stated. Data that is not statistically significant need only to be mentioned in the text – no illustration is necessary.
Table’s title should be on top of the table and in bold. Figure’s title should be below the figure and in bold. The source of information presented in table or figure should be acknowledged below the table or figure and should be in italics. Samples of a table and a figure are shown below.

The Discussion should state the possibilities the results uncover, that need to be further explored. Results and discussion of results can also be combined under one heading, Results and Discussion.
CONCLUSION  
Proper conclusion is required in all the articles. A conclusion shows the summary of the findings and shows the importance of the work.  
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Note:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Spacing between lines should be single space with space between paragraphs set at 6pt before and 6pt after. 
2. The font should be set at Times New Roman 16pt for the title and 12pt for the rest of the document.
3. Title and sub-headings should in bold and be written as “Capitalize Each Word” with exception of conjunctions.
4. Tables and figures titles should be in bold and in “Sentence case”.
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
